November 2, 2009 
  
 The meeting began at 7:00 p.m. with the 
Pledge of Allegiance led by Sandi Routhier.  Board 
members present were Sandi Routhier, Sheila Walker, 
Sherry Ebey, Penny Denault, Mary Lewis and Debbie 
Magner. 
 We discussed the proposed bylaw change to 
submit the proposed budget in April rather than Janu-
ary.  It will be put to a vote at the January meeting. 
 Sherry Ebey reported that we had 58 members 
present, three guests, and one new member. 
 Catherine Eberley won the door prize, and a 
devilled-egg carrier was donated and auctioned off by 
Barbara James.  Twenty dollars was raised for the guild. 
 Penny Denault reported that we have $8911.99 
in savings, $3305.88 in checking, and had $299.24 in 
expenses and $1393.70 in income the past month. 
 Mary Loges won $30 in the 50-50 raffle. 
 Juanita Dickinson ran the fat-quarter raffle.  
The winners were Juanita, Sandi Routhier, Elaine Coch-
ran, Lois Moore and Nancy Powers. 
 Mary Lewis gave the show report, asking for a 
show of hands for an appraiser at the quilt show, for 
which there was little interest.  Members wanted a 
consignment table.  Donations for the silent auction, 
block auction, and baskets and boutique are badly 
needed.  Signup sheets for the quilt-show volunteer 
positions were available at the meeting.  Janet Nelson 
has set up a Yahoo website for quilt-show communica-
tions.

 Sheila Walker reported on education.  Annie
