Owner of Patches Galore, Lynn Briscoe, was introduced and
she spoke of upcoming classes at her quilt shop. She then
introduced Marsha Hicks from Checkers Distributors. Mar-
sha introduced some new quilt-related items, the focus on
Edwards. She demonstrated some techniques for cutting
and sewing. Lynn Briscoe donated some door prizes for the
meeting.

The motion to accept the minutes from the March meeting
as written was made by Mary Worsham and seconded by
Nancy Powers. The motion was carried.
