The meeting began at 7:00 p.m. with the Pledge of
Allegiance led by Sheila Walker, vice president.

Sherry Ebey reported that forty members were pre-
sent at the meeting.

We have a new quilt shop in town called A Yarn and
Fabric Shop in east Bradenton; they will be advertising in our
newsletter.

Tickets for the opportunity quilt are available from
Lin Garland, and she has receipts for members who have
turned in their tickets.

Sheila Walker reported on education. In September
Annie Wade will be our guest: she is an art quilter.
